What does this imply for i) our
relationship with God and ii) our relationships with one another?
o How does Joseph serve as a model for the way God forgives us in Christ?
o Why does knowing the 'big picture’ of God's plans help us to forgive? How can we help one
another remember his big plans on a day to day basis?
